9. Derby 
Course consists of cross country and show jumping fences arranged in the open on varied terrain. Options are available that vary in size and difficulty. Course will be straightforward enough for beginner novice riders as well as challenging enough for riders moving to training level. 

First round is $30. Rider may choose to ride course again at $20 to try and beat first round score.  Ride is scored on clear round and will be timed. HOWEVER, there will be a speed fault time and penalties will be incurred for going too fast. Course should be ridden at an appropriate, safe speed.
