For those participating in the camp and horse trials:

Camp will be structured in a manner to best prepare riders and horses for competition. Riders need to arrive with dressage test memorized and be familiar with the rules of competition.
Lessons will be approx: 1 ½ hrs in length and will start early in the am to avoid the heat. Riding will conclude by lunchtime and afternoon lectures will be offered. Groups will be kept small, therefore limited spots are available, please sign-up quickly to reserve your space.

Opening Date for the River Glen Horse Trials is Tuesday, June 22. Please send in entry immediately and state to stable with Jennifer Ohmes’ group. River Glen HT is in Area III.
On entry if you place Jennifer as the trainer, please be sure to follow all rules. Most importantly -  the drug rules. Drugs can stay in the horses system for several days to several weeks. Do not have your horse on any illegal drugs coming into the camp. Bute is the only drug allowed 12 hrs before competition. 

We will leave for River Glen on Thursday afternoon upon completion of rider’s last lesson. It is approx a 6 hr drive to the show site (with an additional hour time change). On Friday we will have time to conduct a dressage tune-up ride, cross country walk and show jumping walk. 
For those participating in the camp only:

Camp will be structured around all three eventing phases (dressage, x-c and show jumping) but will also be more flexible about addressing other forms of riding (fox hunting, riding in the open, etc.) Lessons will not be as competition driven. 
Lessons will be approx: 1 ½ hrs in length and will start early in the am to avoid the heat. Riding will conclude by lunchtime and afternoon lectures will be offered. Groups will be kept small, therefore limited spots are available, please sign-up quickly to reserve your space.
